2. Minutes of Previous Committee Meeting:       Agreed and signed		
3. Matters Arising from the Minutes:   None

4. Chair:   a) Last month’s action points   BW –  There were plenty of donations for the Ukraine Center (UC).   BM to send out email follow up to members to reiterate that all future donations should be supplied directly to UC.
A H&D u3a article has been submitted to NG15 magazine for publication. As this will be done free of charge, the Committee agreed to advertise for volunteers to distribute the magazine.  Volunteers would be paid by NG15 mag.   BM to send email
KV has completed all the AGM paperwork to be sent out shortly, the number of printed copies required for the AGM was discussed –  Committee agreed that 40 copies to be printed,  which will need to be collected if a copy is required (instead of being put on seats as has happened previously).   It was also agreed that the financial data will be presented on the screen by GH.

5. Vice Chair:   Wed 11th members meeting -  BM (or DJ) will be unavailable due to another u3a meeting.  
Chairman ‘Roll of honor’ plaque-  should we continue with the engraving, presentation etc of the plaque? Committee Agreed to continue for now -  MF to present to TH at AGM, TH to then give to LA for safe keeping. 
SSC meeting mins were clarified with regard to the u3a Charitable status – we are not allowed to donate to another charity, unless it has the same ethos as ourselves.   MF to clarify SSC meeting minutes to ensure this is reflected.  Cash donations collected at the door on behalf of a charity is OK,  but this must be publicised as a voluntary cash donation. 
£1500 has been taken on the sumup machines for event tickets at the last members’ meeting.  It was difficult to identify where the money belonged, largely because the Treasurer had not been informed of the sums required prior to the machines being used.  In future all payments details for tickets etc must be sent to GH prior to tickets being sold or money taken using sumup.   This will ensure deposits are allocated accurately. GH/ MF to email out procedure for the use sumup correctly.  


6. Business Secretary:  a) 2026 AGM all paperwork done and will be made available.   
b) Equality, Diversity and Inclusion Policy review - The policy was distributed pre-meeting, it was again reviewed during the meeting, and the Committee voted to accept the Policy.

An issue had arisen regarding individuals’ membership and suitability for any given group.  After much discussion it was agreed that the Group Leader is responsible for ensuring the safety and suitability of members joining the group.  Group Leaders need to ensure that their group description makes clear what skills and/or abilities are needed to join, if any.  
BM to prepare an email to address the issues of the group/groups concerned.
KV to draft a Complaints Procedure to ensure any issues are dealt with fairly.

c) Information Commission - do we need to sign up to Information Commission Office?  Currently this is unclear and has a financial implication of approximately £52/ year.   KV will keep the committee updated. 

7. Treasurer:     a) Monthly report – not available for the meeting. GH to send out to Committee Members soon.
 
8 Groups Co-ordinator:    ST informed the committee via email that the Drama Group has folded.  
 The Committee was also informed that the Flower Arranging group has folded.

9. Membership Secretary:    a) Monthly report  - Total members 520:  Full 480:  Associate 25:  Affiliated 15: New members 2: (100 still to renew)    188 members attended the last members meeting.
Distribution of the Newsletter to members not on email was discussed – this is currently done by hand delivery, but should we ask if non-email members want to pay for the postage to receive a newsletter. GU to send out letter suggesting this.
The pros and cons of Name Badges were again discussed, and the decision was to continue with this until the current name badge supply runs out and then re-assess.
GU finishes as Membership Secretary on 8th April – TH to put out email re: Membership Secretary post vacancy.
The National monthly Mag (TAM Magazine) will now be dealt with by KV due to GH finishing. 

	10. Any other business:	
It was reported that at the last members meeting some members were unable to read the screen from the back, and also that there seems to be sound issue occasionally.  LA to monitor situation. 
LA – informed the Committee that there were 2 non-members at the members meeting, 1 of which was a carer for the other person who wanted to join the u3a.   TH stated that Carers do not need to join the u3a if they are attending as part of their job and not partaking in the group, as they would only be offering personal care assistance to the u3a member within that group.
