4. Chair:  (DJ)   a) Last month’s action points- all still ongoing. Re complaints procedure, KV to review docs and a meeting to be arranged.  DJ/GH/KV/SJ to take forward

The position of Membership Sec. One person had shown interest but had subsequently withdrawn. Some members had reported problems printing off the membership form, LS looking at possibility of having an interactive membership form to be completed online. It was raised that check list of members for the members’ meeting had always been provided by the Membership Secretary and these were still required. BM to arrange.
The Committee discussed the continuing absence of a Membership secretary, its impact on the smooth running of H&D u3, and what measures were needed to address this.  At the monthly Committee Meeting, a Committee member would be arranged to help with member recruitment at the main meeting.  It was suggested an announcement be made at the next Members Meeting stressing the importance of recruiting a Membership Secretary to ensure the smooth running and continued viability of H&D u3a as an organisation.

Power of Attorney and Estate Planning presentation by ‘Silvertime’- The H&D u3a has previously had talk regarding power of attorney, the overall impression was that it was aimed at promoting the Company.  Committee agreed it could be considered if the presentation is not presented as blatant marketing of the Company.  E.g. a generic ad-hoc presentation to interested members, separate from the main members meeting, with business cards available if required. BM to move forward if desirable.
Hearing research trial – The Committee were happy to proceed with this. 
Proms’ Concert advertisement – the Committee discussed the pros and cons of advertising this, and queried if we would be opening the floodgates to further advertising of external events.  BM to decide

The problem mainly concerns when images, videos etc are then put on the internet ie on our website.  KV to send further information regarding copyright, this issue then requires ongoing  discussion at Committee Meetings, and subsequently GLs.
